All decisions will be made by the Four Legged Fashion Review Board under the direction of the Board of Director’s of the Fashion Group International of Dallas and will be final. 

Criteria for Applicants:

· Proof of Non-Profit Status

· Charitable organization focus is companion animals, primarily dogs.

· Location within the North Texas area.

· Annual Revenue of $75,000 or less, and able to submit a signed Treasurer’s Report or IRS Form 990.  

Beneficiary Partnership:

All beneficiaries of the FLF Fund are asked to participate in the event by involving their networks, attending the press party, supporting the event, and supplying one or more models for the Collection photo shoot.  Your organizations involvement may be used to help promote FLF, including the follow-up to receiving the grant money and any success stories that are shared.
Timeline:  

 Grant Applications will be accepted beginning December 15, 2010 through February 28, 2011 and must be postmarked no later than February 28, 2011 to be considered.  Application information will be posted on the website by December 5, 2010.   The grant recipients will be notified, with the grant amount mid-March 2011 and announced at the FLF Press Party in April.  Grants will be funded on August 1, 2011.
